The Day of My First
Calling

On 6th January, 2016 was the day a mission accomplished
in my life. Remembering Evangelical Meeting in Summer
Camp August 1988, | felt God's calling and dedicated my
life to Him as a missionary.

It felt like yesterday when | was invited by another
missionary worker Mr. John Lo to volunteer for Kun Sun in
1989. It has been 26 years since. That period was the 5th
turning point in my life.

| started working as a volunteer until 1st May 1993 when |
became an employee of Kun Sun. The past 22 years of full
time prison ministry has been full of challenges however it
was the certainty of God's calling that kept me going. |
remember on 21st March 1993, when a fellow worker in
Kun Sun Pastor John Lo invited me for a chat. At first |
thought maybe it was something wrong with my work but
it turned out it was an invitation for me to join Kun Sun to
serve full time in prison ministry. | mentioned about my
experience and some practical issues of switching to full
time work. Issues such as a) financial stability-would | have
my wife’s support b) | needed to leave my other
ministries-how would they feel about me leaving; c) |
needed to see God'’s confirmation if it was the right time.
Thank God for His guidance and through the assistance
from Kun Sun’s co workers, | felt peace that God had
confirmed that it was the right time. | still remember the
devotion on that day was the teaching on putting trust in
the right person so that you will be guided to do the right
thing. Pastor John Lo from Kun Sun was such the right a
person to me.

By 24th March, | had my wife's support and | had sorted
out other ministries | had at that time. The subject of my
devotion that day was coincidentally was Ruth 2:1-7. It
lead me to think if my full time serving at Kun Sun was a
coincidence. However, the story of Ruth meeting Boaz, her
guardian-redeemer, was in God's plan all along and it did
not happen by chance. Through Boaz, Jesus would be one
of Ruth’'s descendants. This could not have been a
coincidence. In my quiet time, | meditated on Jesus's
teaching that nothing happens by chance. It was not by
chance that Moses wandered in wilderness for over 40
years and was called by God at the age of 80 to lead the

Israelites. | remembered when | received my lab report
after my operation on 15th November, 1993, | prayed to
God to send me if it was His will for me to serve him in
whatever way He saw fit. | was thrilled to learn that Kun
Sun accepted my application as full time worker. My
devotion on those couple of days were on being thankful.
Thanksgiving through Psalm 40:1-4 and 105:1-7 “Give
praise to the Lord, proclaim his name; make known among
the nations what he has done. Sing to him, sing praise to
him; tell of all his wonderful acts. Glory in his holy name;
let the hearts of those who seek the Lord rejoice. Look to
the Lord and his strength; seek his face always. Remember
the wonders he has done, his miracles, and the judgments
he pronounced, you his servants, the descendants of
Abraham, his chosen ones, the children of Jacob! This is
my attitude towards serving God in Kun Sun.

In the early days, one worker used to look after one prison.
In the past 20 years, through accompanying volunteers for
bible class and weekly visits of other inmates, | had the
opportunity to build up relationships with both volunteers
and inmates and have remained close ever since. There
has been lots of changes in our team but there are still
three of us from 1990s. | was appointed as Prison Chaplain
in 2001 which enabled me to deepen my relationship with
them and continue to share their burden in their walk
with God.

On 1st March, 2016, it is my 6th turning point that |
switched to the Beauty of Grace Foundation Limited as
well as being a Kun Sun voluntary missionary. | will need
your continued prayer support so that more inmates will
come to know Christ. May all glory be to God! I can do all
this through him who gives me strength.” Philippians 4:13
