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Chairman’s Message

The explanation of this scripture by
William Barclay, a world-renowned
Bible commentator, is touching:

Paul knew the problems that arise in any
Christian society. The best of men slip up.
The word Paul uses “paraptoma” does not
mean a deliberate sin; but a slip as might
come to @ man on an icy road or a
dangerous path. Now, the danger of those
who are really trying to live the Christian
life is that they are apt to judge the sins of
others hardly. There is an element of
hardness in many a good man. There are
many good people to whom you could
not go and sob out a story of failure and
defeat; they would be bleakly unsympa-
thetic. But Paul says that, if a man does
make a slip, the real Christian duty is to
get him on his feet again. The word he
uses for to correct is used for executing a
repair and also for the work of a surgeon
in removing some growth from a man’s
body or in setting a broken limb. The
whole atmosphere of the word lays the
stress not on punishment but on cure; the
correction is thought of not as a penalty
but as an amendment. And Paul goes on
to say that when we see a man fall into a
fault we do well to say, “There but for the
graceof Godgol”

service, to bring back those who have
been caught out in some moral slip-up

— to allow their lives to be rebuilt in
the love of Christ.

“Rebuilding of life” could begin in a
prisoner’s life through religious classes
and personal visits in the prisons, but the
hardest task is to continue after released.
After release from a long sentence, it is
difficult to return to a normal life due to
one’s older age and long separation from
the community; if there is no family
support, the situation will be worse. One
time, there was a prisoner who had no
family members, so a Kun Sun co-worker
promised to pick him up on his release
date. Due to a traffic congestion, the
responsible co-worker was a little late.
When the prisoner came out and saw no
one, he stood outside the courtyard door
awkwardly; and after he saw the co-work-
er, he hugged him and started crying.

This brother reminds us of the needs of
these released long-term prisoners. We
plan to recruit volunteers and set up a
support team to accompany them during
the period they are newly released,
especially for those who are lacking in
family support, to comfort their fear
during the process of adapting to society.

Many rehabilitated persons need a
suitable residence in order to smoothly
integrate into society. The purpose of our
male and female hostels are not only to
provide accommodation after release,
but more importantly is to give pastoral
care and assist with rebuilding of lives.
There is a column called “future plan” on
the hostel application form, this column
does not mean any living or economic
planning, but refers to their planning on
rebuilding of life. We want to ensure they

have growth in their faith and a good
relationship between brothers, so apart
from their full time job, they have to
share the housework in the hostels,
attend the “family gatherings’; and
fellowships. Co-workers also encourage
and accompany them to participate in
church worship.

To give pastoral care and management
of hostels requires a lot of manpower.
For example, when a new brother moves
in, the male hostel requires a lot of
manpower just to accompany him to
handle various procedures and applica-
tions for welfare benefits. In addition to
job referral, pastoral care work and
management, the manpower require-
ment is huge. However, we only have
one full-time hostel officer and two
brothers serving as volunteers to oversee
for all these works in three male hostels.
In our situation of lack of funding and
shortage of staff, we pray for more
volunteers can help share this ministry.

Many retired brothers and sisters have
time and a heart to serve. We hope that
the Holy Spirit will encourage them to
serve the hostels.

Special care to special brothers
Mr. Leung Kwok Ki (Hostel Supervisor)

When people hear a Judge announce in the High Court that
one’s sentence is life imprisonment, the first thought that
comes to mind is that this person must stay in prison until
death. In fact, it is not the situation in Hong Kong prisons, a lifer
will receive a sentence review after they have been imprisoned
for a certain period of time. But there are not many successful
applications as the applicants need to undergo various assess-
ments, with Correctional Services Department's officers, super-
visors, psychologists, etc, plus they need the approval from the
Long-term Prison Sentences Review Board, and a submission to
the Chief Executive of the Hong Kong Special Administrative
Region. If the Chief Executive approve, they can get a “definite
sentence” rather than"life”

Kun Sun Association established the Kun Sun Hostel in 2010.
The purpose is to help the rehabilitated persons who lack of
family or other supports to receive temporary shelter and
support in the hostel. We then added two hostels in
2014and 2015, named the Love & Care Hostel and Faith
Hostel, with a total of 30 beds in order to respond to the
huge demand. The average occupancy rate of the three
hostels is over 80% each year.

Since 2013, our hotels began to serve "lifers” referred by the
Correctional Services Department’s welfare officers and
psychologists. Up to now, there have been more than 20
“lifers"that have moved in. The actual imprisonment years of
this “lifers” ranger from the shortest of 24 years to the longest
at 43 years. They need close follow up and help to adapt to
society. We care for their work arrangements, applications for
social support and public housing, health conditions, set
future plans and more importantly, rebuilding relationships
with their families. As they have been isolated from society
for a very long time, much of their knowledge is outdated.

From fear to peace

| did not know Kwok Ki befare our first meeting in prison. The
officer of the Correctional Services Department (CSD) asked me to
meet him. Kwok Ki said that | can stay in one of the hostels after |am
released. At that time, | was a little worried because | was in prison
for decades. How far has the society changed? | did not know!
What could | do after | would be released? | did not know either!

| was so worried before my last day in prison. Would staying
in the hostel really help me adapt to the society? Can | live
well with other brothers? Because | have to undergo CSD
observation for a certain period, if | break any regulation, | have
to return to prison immediately.

ment and access resources, and updated news. A huge amount
of resources, network and manpower are needed in doing all
this, but unfortunately there is only one co-worker and two
volunteers responsible for managing the three hostels. Other
staff and volunteers offer help as well.

Although there is a lack in manpower, but thanks to Ged, the
hostels still provide the recipients a feeling of HOME. The most
important thing is that the "lifer” brothers experience a smooth
transition, reunite with their family members or access public
housing. None of them have repeated their past mistakes and
re-arrested for committing crimes.

Our hostels also accept applications from other rehabilitated
persons with shorter sentences, as well as some successfully
rehabilitated brothers referred by other Drug Rehabilitation
organizations. The hostels have no specific requirement on the
applicants, just one, most important, thing is that they
confessed and repent, believe that God can save them, they are
willing to be changed by God. Of course, also depending on the
availability of bed at that time.

Hostel ministry is tough as it need close monitor and pastoral.
May God continue leading the operations and development of
the hostels, helping more rehabilitated people, and change
lives. We hope the recipients who begin as those requiring help
will become a beneficiary, and finally develop to become a
helper. Not only are they transformed from their crime past,
they are in Christ, and the new creation has come. The old has
gone, the new is here!

' On the day of my release, Kwok
Ki came to pick me up. He took
J/ me to enjoy a breakfast, and
", then took me to the hostel.
There were already some new
. clothes for me, | was really
touched by this. After settled, he
walked around with me and
showed me the streets and
different facilities near the
hostel. We bought a mobile
phone and an Octopus card
together and he taught me how
to use them. The day after, he took me to the Social Welfare
Department and other agencies to apply for different services.
He had even taken into consideration the travel to hospital for my




follow-up consultation which was originally at Hong Kong lsland.
He applied to the hospital to transfer my case to a closer hospital.
All my fears disappeared because all the aspects had been settled
quickly. | felt true concern and acceptance by everyone in hostel.

The life in the hostel is very simple. The hostel will be closed at
ten oclock in the morning. Most of the brothers have already
left for work. A few, same as me who have reached the
retirement age, have to leave the hostel on time. | go to the
library to read newspapers or go to Kun Sun’s office to help
them as a volunteer. In the evening, after the brothers come
back from work, we have dinner, chit-chat and watch TV togeth-
er. We take turns to do housework, such as cleaning the floor
and some furniture, etc. If other are too tired to do so, | will help
them to do their part. We sleep at 10:30 pm to practice a
disciplined life. We have a "family” gathering on every other
Wednesday. All the brothers in three hostels gather together to

Learning to be grateful

Kun Sun Hostel is my second home. Although | have already moved
out, | retumn to the hostel to visit my“family"when | have time.

At the time | applied for parole, | needed to mention my housing
arrangement if | can release. Although my sister said | could live
with her, but she has her own family and | thought it was inconve-
nient to bother her family. Later, | talked with John, the Kun Sun
staff, about this concern in the religious class. He suggested me to
consider staying in a Kun Sun hostel. | have heard other inmates
talk about it before, | think | should try. So John arranged Kwok Ki
to visit me and to stay in the hostel after | was granted parole.

At first, | was so nervous about living with other people that | didn't
know. Each persons lifestyle and habits are so different. Will there
be conflicts? What will happen when ten men live together?

However, after | moved in, | knew that my worries were unnec-
essary because the brothers in the hostel were very kind. They
would explain things to me patiently. They taught me step by
step what | should do. The hostel monitor even accompanied
me to apply for my ID card, passport, and accompanied me to
the Social Welfare Department and the Housing Authority to
apply for services. It would have been easy for an adult to
handle these matters on his own, but it take time to slowly
understand or may experience failure a few times. But at that
time, my mother living in China was seriously ill, | had to settle
the process as soon as possible, then go to take care of her.
With the guidance and accompaniment of the hostel monitor,

read the Bible after dinner. Before every“family” gathering, some
brothers and | go to the market to buy food and ingredients to
prepare a feast. | don't know how to cook but I'll help the “‘chef”
to wash and chop all ingredients. | enjoy preparing the dinner
for the brothers, although it is a big task to prepare 30 people’s
meal. | was also invited to participate in the Onesimus Integrated
Training Scheme once a week. There is a large group of people
who learn prayers, read the Bible, and fellowship with each
other. All these things are new to me, because of my age | need
to learn slowly, but they also taught me patience.

The officer of the Correctional Services Department has also
visited me in the hostel. Some of the brothers | knew from prison
who have released earlier also came to visit me. | felt their care.
There is not much problems staying in the hostel, and it is great
all brothers can live in harmony. | hope that | can pass the obser-
vation, and | can go to China to visit my relatives soon.

it greatly reduced my chance of failure and reduced my anxiety.
| got all the certificates | needed very quickly and went to China
immediately. | am very grateful for their help so | can take care of
my mother and be by her side in her last four months.

After my mother died, | returned to Hong Kong and returned to
stay in the hostel. | have to face all the challenges in life, such as
finding a job and adapting to society. All the brothers in the
hostel support me and encourage me so that | feel at home, the
brothers are like my family members. We shared the problems
we were facing and | did not feel alone.

For more than 20 years in
prison, | felt that God is the
only one who can truly
change people’s heart. It is Fig
just the start of new life &
when people believe in :
God, Kun Sun invested a lot of resources to accompany prison-
ers and rehabilitated people to continue to rely on God in their
new lives. Some rehabilitated people who have no family
support will face many difficulties if they have to rebuild their
new lives on their own. But it is very different if they are supported
by other brothers and sisters.

The Lord teaches us to be grateful and love our neighbors as we
are. | am grateful that my full time job is now stable so | can
move out from the hostel. But | will not forget to love my “family”.
| often buy fruits and food to visit them. | share and take care of
them. | hope to pass on this love one by one, and let the broth-
ers know that after they move out, they can also come back to
care about other new brothers and share their love with others.
