We came to know Sze and her children through her husband
when he joined the Angel Tree Program in 2013. Sze was a
young mother of 5. Her husband went to jail for a 5-year
sentence shortly after their youngest daughter was born. It
was a heavy burden for Sze but she chose to raise the children
by her own. Even when the society was unkind and discrimi-
nated against her family situation, she continued to put on a
strong face. Their financial situation was dire but Sze
concealed these problems from the children by refusing to
apply for any subsidies to pay for their tuition and education
related expenses. She believed that when her husband
completed his sentence, everything would be fine. However,

that her children would have assistance on their education
related expenses. Sze blamed herself for not being able to
provide a healthy environment and support her children
needs but was delighted to find out about the KSA Mentor-
ship Program.
